FUNCTIONAL REQUIREMENTS:

1. The administrator provides the course details to the candidates. 

2. Addition and updation of new courses, changing intake capacity is done by the administrator.
3. Administrator can also remove the courses and intake capacity as per requirement.

4. He also decides the date from which the admission forms will be available in the website.
5. Administrator can set the notice of time and date of publication of merit list and also the admission date.
6. The merit list for each course based on intake capacity is decided by the administrator.

7. Students must take admission on the given date otherwise admission will be cancelled.

8. Necessary documents will have to be produced at the time of admission.

9. The students will read the necessary information available on the website.
USERS OF THE SYSTEM:

            The admission procedure contains 2 types of USERS:  
1.Administrator

2. Student

FUNCTIONS:

Administrator

· Has access to the course database by adding new courses in the course details along with the intake capacity, updates the current changes and also deletes those records which will not be needed further regarding the course details and intake capacity.

· Prepares and displays the first merit list of students after submission of all admission forms.
· Decides the merit list based on the intake capacity of each course.

· Updates the information about the remaining seats available and also the no of seats filled up after completion of each day admission. 
· Updates the records of the admitted candidates of the merit list at the time of admission and deletes the records of those students who will not take admission on the scheduled date.

· According to the seats availability second list will be provided and this process will continue until all seats gets filled up.
· Close admission when all the seats of each course will be filled up.
· Keeps the records of the Ex-students of the institution.

Student 
1. Selects a course according to his/her choice.

2. View course details which include intake capacity of a particular course, eligibility criteria that consists of age, minimum percentage obtained in plus 2 and qualification.
3. If eligible then applies for the course and fills up the admission form and also includes the Demand Draft no. to pay the admission fee. (An alert message will be shown if the marks is below the given percentage and will not be able to proceed further)
4. Submits the form.
5. Logs in using his/her Application No. for checking the merit list and admission date.
